Player (VIP) program, which is an AYSO soccer program for children and adults with physical or
mental disabilities.

The Region Assessment Program is an evaluation of a Region’s performance compared against a list of
best practices from Regions across the country. There are four award levels—bronze, silver, gold and
platinum.
